Clarifications on Rules- Stock vs. Mod
Rules & Class structures are simple and to the point, as stated on entry sheet, however clarifications will happen from time to time. Rules are at the SOLE DISCRETION of the Race Director. An advisory panel may be selected in certain rare cases.

 
1. 800S fits only in Classes Defined for it or in which it is running up a class. You may run Stock 900, Mod 800, or Unlimited Class with an 800S. If you choose to Run Stock 900, your 800S machine must be bone stock with no performance modifications.
2. The only Add-On's that are legal in Stock Classes are non-performance Protection Items, such as Skid Plates or Under-Cladding- 4 Point Harnesses & Full Roll Cages. 
a. A-Arms may be of a different Material for Strength (After market) BUT MUST BE STOCK SPECS DIMENSIONS & mount holes. 
b. You must run Stock Shock Body & Stock Travel Suspension. Internal Changes such as Springs, Valving & heavy duty Preload collars are acceptable, as long as Mount Holes, Mount Points, Shock Body & all dimensions remain stock. Shock Shaft may be changed or coated. Shock Reservoir must be stock.
c.  UTV Body May be modified for safety, air flow, parts & material replacement or strengthening or lightening etc - but must remain as close to original in appearance as possible. 
d. Bolts may be changed to Titanium or other Lightened/Strengthened materials. 
e. Frames may be strengthened to prevent bending, but must remain stock in width & length. Gusseting is allowed, but added rails, etc are not.
f. In Mod Classes- Anything Goes, except over cc limit in the case of an 800 Mod (No Strokers over 800cc)
g. Unlimited Mod is Unlimited- Anything Goes - Run What Ya' Brung. Prototypes and One-Off Machines Are Allowed.
